As we end our 18th year 
helping families whose children are battling cancer 
throughout the Delaware Valley, we were so very 
fortunate to assist over 300 families with over 
1,200 family members, providing over 20 various 
programs, services and events. Throughout the 
year, as families were assisted, my heart was filled 
with love, gratitude and a tremendous amount 
of appreciation. Helping others through their 
most difficult days has also helped my grieving 
heart to provide a good quality of life in a positive 
emotional way. Kisses for Kyle didn’t have to say 
no to a request in 2018 based on need to make a 
positive difference.

Many of our families are 
new to this fight, yet many have completed the 
treatment cycle and are now faced with the battle 
of the emotional aftermath.
